Introduction

Commerce education at the intermediate college level in the
North Eastern region of India began in the first half of the
1930s at Jagannath Barua (J.B.) College, Jorhat, Assam. This
institution can rightly claim the distinction of being the first
commerce college in the entire North Eastern Region. The
college introduced a few commerce subjects such as
Commercial Geography, Commercial Arithmetic, and
Bookkeeping at the intermediate level, along with Arts
subjects. Around the same period, a few commercial schools
were also established in Assam to impart training in
shorthand, typewriting, and signaling. Among them, the
National Telegraph Training and Commercial Institute, Jorhat,
started in 1931, was one of the earliest institutions in the entire
region, training a considerable number of students in
commercial and vocational subjects.

In those days, students who passed the IL.A.
(Commerce) course had to pursue their B.Com studies either
at Calcutta or Dhaka, as there were no facilities available for
commerce education within the North Eastern states. Principal
K.K. Handique of ].B. College and Vice Principal Tulsi Narayan
Sharma took the initiative to introduce commerce education in
Assam and approached Calcutta University for permission to
start B.Com classes at the college. Principal Handique had to
overcome several hurdles in obtaining approval, but finally, in
1944, Calcutta University granted permission. Thus, ].B.
College, Jorhat, became the first institution in the entire
North Eastern Region to offer B.Com courses, marking the
formal beginning of commerce education in the region.

By the end of the 1960s, a good number of colleges
had introduced commerce education, rising to a total of eight
in the entire North East. These were:

® Dhanamanjuri (D.M.) College, Imphal
Guru Charan (G.C.) College, Silchar
DHSK College, Dibrugarh

Jagannath Barua (J.B.) College, Jorhat
Karimganj College, Karimganj
Nowgong College, Nowgong

St. Anthony’s College, Shillong
Tinsukia College, Tinsukia

This period is often considered the Golden Era of Commerce
Education in North East India.

The facilities for imparting postgraduate education in
commerce (M.Com) also expanded rapidly in the region. The
Department of Commerce at Gauhati University, established in
1948, was the first in the region. Subsequently, postgraduate
commerce departments were opened at Dibrugarh University
(1978), North Eastern Hill University (NEHU) Nagaland Campus
(1980), Manipur University (1984), Arunachal University (1985),
Tripura University (1987), Nagaland University (1994), Assam
University (1994), Tezpur University (1994), Mizoram University
(2001).and Sikkim University (2007)

Thus, out of the ten general universities in the region
(excluding agricultural universities), nine wuniversities—
except Tezpur University—offered postgraduate commerce
programs initially. Later Tezpur university also offered PG
Commerce. Commerce education has therefore been growing
and spreading across all the states of the North Eastern
Region. Considering its importance in employment
generation and entrepreneurship development, almost all the
universities in the region have opened commerce faculties.
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Besides offering M.Com degrees, these universities also
provide Ph.D., M.Phil., and various diploma and certificate
courses relevant to the needs of society.
The Ministry of Human Resource Development (HRD)
has approved six universities in the region to Central
Universities, namely: North Eastern Hill University (NEHU) 1973,
Assam University, (1994) Tezpur University,(1994) Nagaland
University (1994) Mizoram University (2001) and Sikkim University
(2007). In addition, three more state universities have converted
to Central Universities status such as Manipur University (1980)
(2008), Rajiv Gandhi University (1984)(2007), and Tripura
University (1987)(2007). As a result, each North Eastern state
now has one Central University. Being statutory autonomous
bodies, Central Universities chart their own growth and
development plans, with the UGC providing requisite plan and
non-plan funds within the limits of available resources. Both
central and state governments ensure that these newly
established Central Universities function as pacesetter
institutions in the region.
Among the eight sister states of the region, Assam,
being the largest state, accounts for the highest number of
students enrolled in commerce education—rising from 12,462 in
1995-96 to 16,016 in 2004-08, and slightly declining to 11,329 in
2005-06. A similar trend is observed in the overall North Eastern
Region, where the total enrolment increased from 16,499 to
22,625 between 1995-96 and 2004-08, but declined to 19,591 in
2005-06. Mizoram recorded the lowest enrolment in the
commerce stream.
Regarding B.Com enrolment across North Eastern
states, Assam accounts for 62.98% of the total, followed by
Meghalaya (12.49%) and Nagaland (9.18%). In all the states,
the number of male students exceeds that of female students.
However, Mizoram, which has the highest literacy rate in the
region and the second highest in India, records 45.36% female
enrolment in B.Com courses. Overall, B.Com students in North
East India constitute only 1.2% of the national total, a rather
negligible figure.
The faculty-wise enrolment of postgraduate students in
the region (as of 2005-06) shows that out of 13,058 students,
67.63% were enrolled in Master of Arts (M.A.), 21.19% in Master
of Science (M.Sc.), and only 5.18% in Master of Commerce
(M.Com). In comparison, the national figures indicate 18.10%
enrolment in M.Com, 26.59% in M.Sc., and 55.31% in M.A.
At the undergraduate level too, the Arts stream
dominates, accounting for 79.74% of total enrolments,
compared to 55% at the national level. The Science stream
stands second with 14.08% enrolment, as against 23.45%
nationally. However, there exists a wide gap in the Commerce
stream, which constitutes only 6.18% in the North East,
compared to 21.55% at the all-India level. This clearly indicates
that commerce education is more popular in industrialized and
economically developed states, unlike the North Eastern
Region, which remains both economically and industrially less
developed.

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The 9th Annual NEICMA Conference 2025

The 9th Annual Conference of the North East India Commerce and Management Association (NEICMA) brought
together academicians, researchers, entrepreneurs, and policymakers from across the North Eastern region of
India to deliberate on the economic pathways contributing to India’s vision of Viksit Bharat @2047.

Inaugural Session (10th October 2025): The conference commenced with the hoisting of the NEICMA Flag by
Prof. A. P. Singh, President of NEICMA, and the College Flag by Dr. Sanjukta Gohain Baruah, President, Gov-
erning Body, Tinsukia Commerce College. The lighting of the ceremonial lamp was followed by a tribute to the
beloved icon of Assam, Zubeen Garg. The inaugural session, coordinated by Dr. Dimpi Chakraborty and Ms.
Nayana Buragohain, began with a welcome address by Dr. Chaytanaya Bora, Principal, Tinsukia Commerce
College.
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Prof. A. P. Pati (NEHU) and Conference Secretary, NEICMA, highlighted key themes on industrial development,
trade facilitation, and sustainable entrepreneurship.

Prof. Debabrata Das, Advisor, Government of Assam, emphasized the urgent need for improved infrastructure,
logistic support, and skill development to enhance value addition and competitiveness.

Mr. Dhiren Ch. Duarah completed his B.Com and M.Com from Gauhati University in 1965. He began his illustri-
ous academic career as a Lecturer at Nagaon College in 1966 and subsequently joined Tinsukia Commerce Col-
lege in 1967. Over the years, through his dedication and leadership, he rose to become the Head of the Depart-
ment of Commerce and Vice Principal of Tinsukia College, from where he retired on 1st May 2001.
